We can read in 2.Thess. 2:2 that false teachers had come to Thessalonica with a letter that had been forged in the name of Paul containing false doctrine. But, we see they are told by Paul, not to be troubled  by spirit or by word. Today we study what being troubled b y spirit and word means.

2. To exhort – encouraging words.
3. Comfort – comforting words. Words that create peace in the heart and mind.

1. Paul spends an entire chapter explaining the importance of it in the church.

2. It is a valuable spiritual gift, in that when it is used properly it can edify on a one to one basis.      1.Cor. 14:24-25
3. (v 29-30) Gives the true order of the gifts of prophecy. The key words here seem to be all                                      may learn and all may be comforted.

4. Here in Corinth the gift was widely used. This then is true with the church in Thessalonica.

 II.  HOW  THE  CHURCH  AT  THESSALONICA  WAS  TROUBLED                          1.Thess. 2:1-2
    A.  By spirit and by word.                                                                       

1. Knowing the churches strongly believed in the gift of prophecy, false brethren came in under the                              pretence of speaking by the spirit and prophesied that the day of the Lord was at hand (read 2.Thess.2:3)

2. This was a young church. The apparently did not follow Paul´s  instructions found in 1.Cor 14:29-31

on how to judge prophecy and prophets.

1. They had been troubled by this subject matter, through the misuse of the gift of prophecy.                      2.Thess. 2:2

    B.  Paul writes to them to encourage them to continue using the gift of prophecy.                                           1.Thess. 5:15:22

1. After Timothy showed them where they went wrong, they were no doubt afraid to operate in that                       gift as before.

2. (v17) He tells them to be very prayerful. In everything giving thanks.

3. (v19) Do not quench the Spirit, that is, the unction to give an utterance.

4. (v20-21) Do not be afraid to go back to prophesying, but prove them, that is judge them as in                        1.Cor. 14:29-31. If an utterance is not according to scripture, abstain from following it.

5. (v21) But hold fast to the word that is good and true to scripture.
